	Page 2: Activity 1: A 450 Year-Old Tree Into a Dugout Canoe (Teacher-Facilitated Group Discussion) Watch a video of a massive, ocean-going dugout canoe being made from a 450 year old cedar by Champagne and Aishihik First Nations youth with the guidance of a master dugout boat builder. Discuss why is it special that these youth are helping to carve the canoe and the connection between the carvers and the tree they are creating the vessel from.
	Page 3: Activity 2: Culture & Protocol (Groups of 2-4)
Students will break off into groups of 2 and research elements of culture and/or protocol of their chosen nation or community to create an info sheet about it and then share back with the class.

	Page 4: Activity 3: "Who am I?" (Individual)
Students will imagine that they are filling in their own Canoe Log. After reading the story, ask them to reflect on, and journal on their own answers to the question, "Who am I?". Once finished, ask a few students to share their responses with the class, or with a partner.
